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1 Assemble The Stand:

First cut 12'' from the end of the picket with the "dog ears". Then cut another 10" 
board from the picket before ripping smaller parts.

Connect 10" stand board to the 12".

Use exterior wood glue and brad nails to hold in place while installing 1 1/4" 
screws from the back.

Assemble Seat Back:4

Install top back brace 3/4" x 6 3/4" tip to tip (1) both edges are cut at 15°.

Install Bottom back brace 1" x 6 1/2" tip to top (1) Round bottom corners with a 
sander if desired.

With parts face down place the bottom of the parts against a flat edge. While 
keeping the bottom together and the corner and the center board in place fan the 
outer back boards (see template)

With parts fanned leave the two outer boards in place and move the middle boards 
up 1/4" and the center board 1/2"
